Mexico Aims to Compete with Panama Canal Using Cargo Trains 

  

With drought at the Panama Canal and conflicts in the Red Sea and other global shipping lanes 

disrupting trade, officials in Mexico predict a golden opportunity for the country’s $2.8 

billion Isthmus of Tehuantepec’s Interoceanic Corridor (CIIT) project. 

  

The initiative is converting the isthmus in southern Mexico, which represents the shortest distance 

between the Gulf of Mexico and the Pacific Ocean in the country, into a 188-mile rail corridor that 

could handle up to 1.4 million twenty-foot equivalent units annually by 2033. 

  

The project could transform the Isthmus of Tehuantepec into a hub for global trade, Mexican 

authorities said.
