Calhoun began her port career in 2012 as a senior management analyst in the Grants Unit and joined 

the port’s Executive Office in December of that year. In 2015 she was appointed chief of staff to the 

executive director, the first African-American woman to hold that position. 

Calhoun, who has a total 23 years working for the city of Los Angeles,  previously served as assistant 

officer In charge in the Los Angeles Police Department’s Budget Section, where she helped manage a 

$1.3 billion budget. She also served in a civilian oversight capacity in the Los Angeles Police 



Commission’s Office of the Inspector General and as a grants manager with the city’s housing 

department. 

Calhoun has an undergraduate degree in Spanish language and literature from the University of 

California, Berkeley and a Master of Science degree in public administration from California State
